1. Use PENCIL ONLY so you can make corrections.
2. After your initial sketch, use colored pencils if the specimen has any color.
3. Always use a ruler for drawing the label lines.
4. Print neatly to write the labels horizontally at the end of the label line.
5. Label on the right-hand side if possible.
6. Do not cross lines.
7. Label lines should point to the center of the structure labeled.
8. Do not freehand your field of view (use the circles provided or use a compass to draw one).
9. When drawing cells in a tissue, only draw a few representative samples. Don’t fill the entire field of view.
The example laboratory drawing was completed without using the guidelines above.  On the back, rework this lab drawing and fix all of its problems.  Assume that I sketched this with a pen and that the cells were stained blue.
Include all labels on straight lines out to the right-hand side.





Draw your specimen in the circle as if the circle represented your whole field of view.  Fill the circle completely (unless you’re drawing cells—then pick a few representative specimens) and check around the edges of your view for details you’ve missed!
